The product is designed to provide a return in the form of (1) conditional interest payments and (2) a cash payment on termination of the product. The timing
and amount of these payments will depend on the performance of the underlyings. The product has a fixed term and will terminate on the maturity date,
unless terminated early. If, at maturity, the final reference level of the worst performing underlying has fallen below 70.00% of its initial reference level,
the product may return less than the product notional amount or even zero.

3. What happens if BBVA Global Markets B.V. is unable to pay out?

4. What are the costs?

The Reduction in Yield (RIY) shows what impact the total costs you pay will have on the investment return you might get. The total costs take into account one-off, ongoing and incidental
costs.
